CourseTitle: The Civil War and Reconstruction
Credit: 5

Will meet graduation requirement for an elective as noted below

A. Major Concepts/Content. The purpose of this course is to enable students to
understand the major concepts and trends evidenced in United States History in the
period from the sectional crisis through Reconstruction. The military conflict will be
the main focus of the course, but why it happened and the war's results can only be
explained in terms of the entire period of the sectional crisis. The course is divided
into four "units" of instruction. Unit I, "The Coming of the War," examines the

period betweenthe Missouri Compromise (1820) and the attack on Fort Sumter. Unit

I1, "The Civil War, 1861-62" takes alook at the first year and a half of the military
conflict, while Unit I11, "The Civil War, 1863-65" assesses the final two and a half
years of thewar. Finally, Unit 1V, "Reconstruction,” is an examination of how the
south was politically, economically, and socially "reconstructed” in the decade and a
half after the war.

The content should include, but not be limited to, the following:

- the political, economic, and social/cultural causes of the Civil War.

- the political and military objectives of the United States and Confederate States.
- the conduct of military and naval operations.

- the relationship between the war and Northern/Southern societies.

- post-war changes in American society, culture, economy.

- the effects of political and economic reconstruction on the south.

- the dilemmaof preserving battlefields and other Civil War sitesin a progressing

society.
